A Lutheran Mission to the
homeless population of Flint

Lagrange point , or simply L-point is one of five
positions in space where the gravitational fields of
two bodies of substantial but differing mass combine
to form a point at which a third body of negligible
mass would be stationary...

L-Point: Lutherans serving the Least, the Last and
the Lost.

Today, dozens, if not hundreds, of people in the city
of Flint are freezing out in the cold, not because they
are waiting for a bus, walking to their heated offices,
or out shoveling their driveways or sidewalks. In-
stead, they are outside, because it is the only place
where they can be. The shelters in Flint are packed
way beyond capacity for the time 6:00pm to 6:00am
each day. Many people can neither get to the
shelters themselves, nor stay in them throughout the
daytime hours. If you do not make it to the shelter by
6:00pm, or cannot get there at all, there is no shelter
for you. Flint has few other options to meet the basic
needs for shelter and food for the growing homeless
population in one of our nation’s poorest major cities.
While we wait for the national economy to turn
around, people will lose fingers or toes to frostbite,
our emergency rooms will be packed with people
looking for shelter from the cold, and people will
continue to lose hope.

What can be done to address this massive, pervasive
social ill of homeless? We can begin by meeting
basic needs and move to helping people find a point
of stability in their lives again. The Flint Cluster of
Lutheran churches has decided that, “What we do to
one of the least of these, we do to Jesus.” We are
combining social ministry efforts to attempt to meet
the basic needs of the homeless in Flint through the
formation of a new ministry called L-Point: Lutherans
serving the least, the last, and the lost. We believe
we are called to help those who are homeless to find

a point of stability — a point of
stability that begins with the
love of Jesus expressed in
word and deed. This collabo-
rative ministry will be funded
and staffed with volunteers
through various ELCA and
LCMS congregations.

At Phase |, L-Point is a warming center. Services
provided will consist of warm, safe shelter, washroom
facilities and simple foods such as sandwiches and
coffee. Some emergency provisions such as blanket
packs will be available. L-Point will be housed at
Salem Lutheran Church, ELCA, Flint, MI. It will be
open from 9:00 pm to 6:00 am. Staffing will include a
paid, off-duty police officer, who will provide security
and this will also provide the center with a staffer
trained in CPR, infant CPR, and first aid. Regular
center staff will be volunteer.

In Phase Il, L-Point moves to a free-standing building
and partners with Shepherd Transitional Housing (a
non-profit) in Flint, MI. The target building will be at
least two stories, and accessible by bus. The ground
floor will house the warming center which will remain
open 24 hours a day and will offer access to other
services. These services may include access to
Community Mental Health, Voicemail Services, and
Basic Health Care access. The other areas of the
building will be converted to dormitory style
transitional housing and operated by Shepherd
Transitional Housing. This housing will be a
continuance of Shepherd's current service of
providing transitional housing for the homeless, with
a long-term goal of meeting the needs of those
re-entering society after incarceration.

With this plan, the immediate need of a warm place
for emergency shelter will become operational
quickly. While we cannot wipe out homelessness
overnight, we can at least offer someone a simple
meal and a place to get warm. The mission is simple,
but the needs are great.

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Baton Rouge, Louisiana was seldom severely impacted by hurricanes but 2008 was an exception. Gustav hit
and destroyed 20% of the trees in the area. Then Ike came and blew down more limbs. There is an
estimated 2 million cubic yards of tree debris to dispose of.

The homes hit by these falling trees need repairs. Many have been fixed but many are not. Since electricity
was out for 12 days and businesses closed, many families lost income. Since they had to evacuate they
spent money they didn’t have or could ill afford to spend on lodging and meals. Insurance companies have
raised their deductibles on “named storms” so many families can not make the needed repairs with insurance
money.

Baton Rouge is mobilizing volunteers to make some of these hurricane related repairs. The local case man-
agers are working with volunteers to identify true needs and then will solicit volunteers locally and across the
country to come and help.

Workers are needed to help make the repairs. Volunteers can register through www.ifedgbr.com Free or low
cost (donations accepted) lodging is available.

Financial donations are needed to help purchase the tools to do the work. Send tax deductible donations to
Hurricane Relief, St. Paul Lutheran Church, 2021 Tara Blvd, Baton Rouge, LA 70806-8545.

If he or she has trouble with ANY ONE of these tasks, call an emergency number_immediately and
describe the symptoms to the dispatcher.

Another sign could be the position of the tongue. STICK OUT YOUR TONGUE. If the tongue is
‘crooked’; i.e., it goes to one side or the other, that could also be an indication of a stroke.
