Of course I'm referring to the recently completed Synod Assembly
on May 1 and 2. The biggest news out of that two-day event was the election
of Pastor Stephen Marsh as the next Bishop of this Synod. Bishop-elect
Marsh will begin his term officially on August | and | will continue as the Interim
Bishop until that time. He will be installed as the Bishop on Saturday, Septem-
ber 26 by Presiding Bishop Mark Hanson at Tabernacle Missionary Baptist
Church in Detroit.

During the election process | was aware of some intense emotions on the part

of many of the voting members, but at the same time impressed with the ques-

tions asked and answered by the finalists both on stage and in the breakout

sessions. | thought it was significant that three of the final seven candidates
were a part of the Synod staff, and that in the final three, two of those staff people were still in the process.
For me, that indicates that the voting members approve of how the Synod is doing its work.

The next significant agenda item from my perspective was the debate and vote on the Human Sexuality
Proposal. | confess that | did not have a sense of how that issue would be dealt with in the Assembly, but
as the discussion progressed and the voting members began to come forward to the microphones....|
sensed it would pass with a comfortable margin. This issue, which has been before the Church for many
years, has been one that has divided many people throughout the Synod and in many of our congregations.
| was very appreciative of how people of different convictions and theological positions came forward to
speak of their issues and concerns without personal attacks on others with whom they disagreed. The
passion of people on both sides of the issue was genuine and intense but it never reached a point where it
became personal toward other members of the Synod who were speaking. My hope is that we can move
forward to the Churchwide Assembly in Minneapolis this August and come away with the same kind of
understanding and resolve that we accomplished in the Southeast Michigan Synod.

| appreciated the willingness of the Assembly to adopt the changes that | imposed upon the agenda. My

reading of being the presiding officer at an Assembly is not to be confined by legal definition, but rather to
allow the work to be done in the "best order" and to make sure that everyone is aware of the task at hand
and to try and accomplish that task within the time structure that we were given by the planners of the As-
sembly.

Finally, I want to thank all of you for your patience, attention, and punctuality at our plenary sessions and for

your willingness to participate in our annual gathering of the people of God in the Southeast Michigan
Synod. As always, it is my honor to be amongst you.

Installation of Rev. Stephen Marsh as Bishop of Southeast Michigan Synod




South Lyon Power and Light, founded in 2008, is the South Lyon, Ml
campus of All Saints Lutheran Church (Hartland, MI). The goal of this
additional campus is to reach the unchurched; those that have never
had a relationship with Christ, those that drifted from the church and
those that became disenfranchised with religion. South Lyon is in the
south-western corner of Oakland County and is a middle-class,
ex-urban, rapidly growing community.

We do not worship in a traditional church structure. Our church is
situated in a strip mall next to a take-out pizza restaurant and a liquor store. Inside, the atmosphere is
very casual. This is intentional. While we have a traditional Lutheran service for the members of South
Lyon Power and Light who already have a Lutheran church background, we focus on providing other
gathering and community events to offer our faith in other ways. We are building a "non-church"
environment to reach those "turned-off" or afraid of a traditional church environment.

Our main focus at South Lyon Power & Light is to reach people in our community in a non-threatening
way. Serving without asking anything in return is our passion and our way of letting people know that
God loves them.

There is little in the way of precedent in the ELCA for a church such as this. But, we feel strongly that 1)
the Holy Spirit has called us to do this ministry and 2) the work done here could be used as a model to
grow our Churchwide-body. We would like to welcome all to join us in this important work.
Specifically, we would ask for:
Prayers - for the Holy Spirit to guide us in this work.
Talents - for Ministry and Outreach. We are placing a strong emphasis on being an integral part of our
community.
Worship Services - musicians, readers, greeters, people in attendance
Outreach - staffing and participation

Community Events - talents that could be used to offer an activity to the community.
Examples:
Monthly knitting or scrapbook get-together

Class on guitar playing, computer skills, a sport

After-school activities, youth events

Ideas - your ideas on how we can reach our intended audience

Resources - to support the work we are doing
Physical assets - equipment, furniture
Money - our 2009 budget calls for $40,000 to be raised either through congregational dona-
tions or fundraising. We believe the congregation can be relied upon for $20,000. The remain-
ing $20,000 is planned for being raised though Mission Partners and other donors. As we
welcome everyone to join us in this ministry, we hope you might also consider this an opportu-
nity to learn what this is about and start an additional campus ministry at your congregation!

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The 22" Synod Assembly of the Southeast Michigan Synod of the ELCA convened at First English

Lutheran Church in Grosse Pointe Woods, Michigan Friday, May 1 and concluded on Saturday, May 2, 2009
with 422 in attendance.

Presiding Bishop Mark Hanson led the election of the bishop process, brought the Churchwide Report and
preached at the worship service. Interim Bishop Kenneth Olsen presided over the assembly.

Over the course of the two days, the following ELCA bishops and guests brought greetings and offered
special recognitions to the assembly:

Bishop Claire Burkat, the Bishop of the Southeastern Pennsylvania Synod, our companion synod,
addressed the Assembly on the topic “Living Water”.

Rev. John Schleicher, Bishop of the North West Lower Michigan Synod
Rev. Elizabeth Eaton, Bishop of the Northeastern Ohio Synod

Rev. Marcus Lohrmann, Bishop of the Northwestern Ohio Synod.

The assembly ended with the election of Rev. Stephen Gary Marsh, 54, Bishop-Elect of the Southeast
Michigan Synod on the 5" ballot with 210 votes. Rev. Adolph “Skip” Wachsmann, pastor of Genesis
Lutheran Church, Detroit, Michigan, received 148 votes.

Rev. Marsh is Assistant to the Bishop for African American Ministries and Justice Concerns at the Southeast
Michigan Synod. He has pastored Church of the Holy Redeemer in Brooklyn, NY, Church of the Holy Spirit,
Chicago, IL and St. Peter's Church in Queens, NY. Rev. Marsh replaces the late Rev. John H.K. Schreiber,
who died in August 2008 in year two of his first term as bishop. Rev. Marsh is the first African American to
be elected bishop of the Southeast Michigan Synod.

During the worship service, Bishop Clair Burkat presented the family of Bishop John H.K. Schreiber with
individual gifts on behalf of the Conference of Bishops in memory of the work of Bishop Schreiber with the
ELCJ-HL (Evangelical Lutheran Church in Jordan and the Holy Land).

RESOLUTIONS

Resolution A-09 was moved, seconded and adopted.
Rationale:

Since 2001, this synod has developed a close relationship with the Palestinian Evangelical Lutheran Church
in Jordan and the Holy Land (ELCJHL). Many from our synod have taken the time and effort to travel over-
seas and stand in solidarity with our brothers and sisters in Christ who undergo daily persecution as they
are caught between warring factions. By witnessing the Palestinian Lutheran commitment to non-violence
and peace with justice, we are compelled to advocate on their behalf in politics and in the faith community
as we follow the command to love kindness, do justice, and walk humbly with our God (cf. Micah 6:8). We
believe that if more people from our synod can share this experience, then more people will become
advocates for peace in God’s world.

Resolved that this Synod Assembly:

Calls upon all congregations in the Southeast Michigan Synod, collectively and individually, to continue
praying for peace with justice in the Holy Land; and,

Encourages individuals to exercise their civic duty in accordance with the scriptures, calling upon public
officials to act, locally and globally, on behalf of peace with justice in the Holy Land and other places torn by
conflict; and,

Encourages members of this synod to prayerfully consider lending aid and support to the dwindling
Christian population by visiting the Holy Land through a synodically recommended trip and/or through
participation in programs like the Ecumenical Accompaniment Programme in Palestine and Israel (EAPPI)
or the Young Adults in Global Mission program.

Rationale:

It is incumbent on all Christians to exercise good stewardship of the earth’s resources. The ELCA Social
Statement, Caring For Creation: Vision, Hope and Justice states: “Humans, in service to God, have special
roles on behalf of the whole of creation. Made in the image of God, we are called to care for the earth as
God cares for the earth.” The Evangelical Lutheran Church In America, the Southeast Michigan Synod and
its congregations share the commitment expressed in the above named document to: “commit ourselves to
its principles—participation, solidarity, sufficiency, and sustainability.” In so doing we set an example for be-
lievers of faithful stewardship of the resources which God has commended to our care. Exercising good
stewardship of the environment includes reducing the use of paper, ink and other similar resources when-
ever possible.

Resolved:

That the Southeast Michigan Synod seek alternatives to publishing the pre-assembly reports, post-
assembly reports and associated documents on paper. Where possible, this assembly encourages the use
of electronic means to communicate this important information to congregations and voting members. If
necessary, this assembly directs the Synod Council to prepare amendments to the synod constitution and/

The Assembly then voted on and adopted the following action item:
Synod Council Action Item on Human Sexuality
The Synod Council recommends that the 2009 Synod Assembly adopt the following as a request for action
by the 2009 Churchwide Assembly.

RATIONALE:

The Task Force for ELCA Studies in Sexuality has earnestly studied and struggled with the matters of hu-
man sexuality for eight years, and their work models and invites mutually respectful dialogue about sexuality
throughout this church. The proposed Social Statement powerfully proclaims this church’s teachings on
trust, love, and service to the neighbor as the proper foundation of sexuality, while honestly recognizing that
there is no consensus regarding same-sex relationships. The ELCA Church Council, at its March 2009
meeting, voted by an overwhelming margin to recommend to the 2009 Churchwide Assembly the proposed
Social Statement on Human Sexuality, its implementing resolutions, and a Recommendation on Ministry
Policies. The Recommendation on Ministry policies allows a way to maintain a uniform standard and proc-
ess for candidacy and call throughout this church while respecting the bound consciences of all. The time
has come for both those in this church who support same-sex relationships and those who oppose them to
join together in creating a means to continue living together faithfully in the midst of disagreement; now,
therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That the Southeast Michigan Synod, meeting in Assembly, memorializes the 2009 Church-
wide Assembly to adopt the proposed Social Statement on Human Sexuality and its implementing resolu-
tions, as recommended by the ELCA Church Council.

RESOLVED Further, that this Synod memorializes the 2009 Churchwide Assembly to adopt the four parts
of the proposed Recommendation.
