As we begin our Lenten journeys in this new decade to which God has brought us, I 
remain excited, hopeful, repentant, expectant and watchful. I am thankful and in awe 
of how our faithful God is bringing us through these difficult times.  As we closed our 
fiscal year and began another at the beginning of February, we were right where we 
had positively projected ourselves to be financially at this time – after going through    
a few budgetary revisions.  We know our synodical financial situation could have been 
worse, and we know that it was not worse because of the prayerful projections and 

faithful follow-through of YOU, the leaders and members of the congregations of this synod. We know that each 
congregation is going through its own difficult times.  That is why the leaders and officers of this synod are espe-
cially grateful to you for your generosity, your faithfulness, and your partnership in the gospel. 
 
The above verse from Ephesians has always been a powerful and victorious passage of scripture for me, and has 
been brought to my spirit in some reflective ways as we enter this Lenten season.  No matter what we can form our 
mouths or our imaginations to ask for, God can give us more – and not just more, but exceedingly abundantly 
more. 
 
That can speak volumes to us as we embark on the conversations with God that our synodical mission strategy 
process is encouraging us to have: conversations that seek to discern God’s dreams for us, God’s plans for us, 
God’s directions for us.  What is it that God wants us to do next?  How does God want us to trust the leading of the 
Holy Spirit?  What is it that God wants us to hear?  To see?  To know?  To do?  Who does God want us to talk to?  
To partner with?  To minister unto?  To receive ministry from?  What does God want us to give up?  What does 
God want us to take on?  Where does God want us to be a prophetic witness in our community?  Where does God 
want us to stop being insufferable obstacles in our community?  Where does God want us to partner with God with 
what God is already up to in our community?  How do we need to prepare ourselves and our ministries to be able 
to do that? 
 
These are difficult questions.  It seems to me, however, that these are the very questions our Lenten journeys are 
about this year. In a region that is in such despair, has so many hurting people, and has received so many broken 
promises, how can we – the Church of Jesus Christ – be used in our communities to help others see that we serve 
a God who can do exceedingly abundantly more than we could ever ask for or think about?  
 
As we journey on our way together, let us not be afraid of the questions or the answers, knowing that God is pre-
sent in them both.
